Motion was made by V. Ohlendorf  and seconded by N. Clark to approve the January board meeting minutes.  All ayes.  Motion approved.

Treasurer’s Report   Motion was made by L. Kahley and seconded by G. Coco to file for audit the February Treasurer’s report.  All ayes.  Motion carried.

March’s Bills  The ILA dues that are listed on the bills will pay for Library Director M. Scanlan’s dues and a class fee.  Motion was made by B. Reed and seconded by V. Ohlendorf to approve payment of the presented bills.   Roll: L. Unfinished Business   Patt Murphy’s retirement became official.  Her last official day at work was February 29th.  The Board will present her with a plaque honoring her service at the next Board meeting.  A motion was made by L. Kahley and seconded by N. Clark to allow M. Scanlan to commission a plaque for Patt Murphy for a cost of no more than $50.  All ayes.  Motion passed.  
New Business L. Morrison suggested a possible amendment to the policy manual regarding the payment of bills when a meeting is canceled under emergency conditions.  The suggested amendment is as follows:

Emergency Procedures

A. In the event of emergency conditions, the library director and president of the board are authorized to cancel or postpone the regularly scheduled meeting.

B.  If the regularly scheduled board meeting is canceled because of emergency conditions, then the librarian or president of the library board may poll the board members by telephone or email for permission to pay the pending library bills.  Any individual item costing more than $1000 must be mentioned specifically in that poll.  A minimum of a simple majority of the board is needed for authorization.  Payment of the bills by this method will be recorded in the minutes at the next officially scheduled meeting.
