Clark to approve step increases in pay for all staff along with a 2% cost of living adjustment.  All ayes. Motion carried.  M. Scanlan will redo salary schedule to reflect the 2% cost of living increase.  Raises will be effective when the new fiscal year begins.  No cost of living adjustments have been made to the salary schedule since it was implemented in 2001.  M. Scanlan explained the proposed budget for FY 08/09.  A motion was made by H. Baker and seconded by B. Reed to approve the Library budget as adjusted per director.  All ayes.  Motion carried.
